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RTS 8244- Rescheduling of Events during the 2010 Winter Games 
Recently Councilor Chow asked a question regarding how the City of Vancouver was handling requests for events that were not Olympic related but occurring during the Olympic time frame. The question focused specifically on the planning efforts for the Chinese New Year and generally for other events including the annual “Women’s Memorial March. 
Both of these events will occur on the date requested by event organizers and with the assistance of both VPD and City of Vancouver staff

Events are planned with the City’s Festival Expediting Staffing Team (FEST) Committee chaired by Muriel Honey. Members of the Vancouver Police Department sit on the Fest Committee. During the planning process it is possible that organizers are asked if the date is flexible. In the case of both these events the date is not flexible and plans are made accordingly.
The Vancouver Police Department also supports lawful protest activities and will work with any groups to assist them in conducting such activities.
The attached “2010 Winter Olympic and Paralympic Games Frequently Asked Security Questions” handout was prepared by the department several months ago. This handout has been distributed at community forums, posted in the DTES, placed on the front page of the VPD website and inserted into the “Megaphone” magazine as a paid advertisement. 
There has been inaccurate reporting of the City’s support of some events and I invite any Councilor to contact me should they require more information.
